Many times we read the Bible for application, inspiration, or direction. However, there are 
times when the author wants to simply point the reader to a big idea—an idea that fits 
together with God's grand story. In the gospel of Mark, he documents Peter's experience 
with Jesus that led Peter to believe in one big idea: the kingdom of God is near, and 
everyone is invited to participate.

invisible kingdom? If not, what did it emphasize?
3. Have you ever felt far from God? Why?

assurance that he was “not far from the kingdom of God”?
